Police confirmed a record high 181 cases of animal abuse in Japan last year, leading to 206
people arrested or referred to prosecutors, also the most on record, the National Police Agency
said. The case total was up 9 percent from 2022, while the two figures both represented fivefold
increases from 10 years earlier, according to NPA data released on April 11. The NPA started
using the current form of statistics for animal cruelty cases in 2010. The cases cited for 2023
were based on suspected violations of the animal welfare law. Most of the animal abuse
incidents last year were reported to police by nearby residents and other third parties,
indicating that public awareness of the issue has risen significantly, the NPA said. Cats were the



most common victims, in 97 cases, followed by 65 violations regarding dogs. Half of the felines
were abandoned or discarded, while many of the canines were deprived of food. There were six
cases each of cruelty to hamsters and birds. A turtle and a rabbit also fell victim. Third parties
reported 118, or 65.2 percent, of all cases, the most over the past five years. Pet owners and
others reported themselves in 11.6 percent of the cases, while 9.9 percent of the allegations
came from local governments. (C)Animal welfare groups accounted for 5.5 percent of the
reports to police.

A civil servant in Saitama Prefecture was arrested on suspicion of violating the animal welfare
law in April last year. She kept nine dogs in a shed filled with excrement on the grounds of a
residence. The dogs’ uncontrolled breeding apparently made it impossible for the woman to
properly care for the pets. Saitama prefectural police opened an investigation after receiving
information about the woman from a regional public health center. The woman received a
summary indictment and was fined (D)150,000 yen ($970). Last July, a former stock farm
employee was referred to prosecutors on suspicion of violating the animal welfare law. The man
had recorded himself abusing cattle at a farm in Shimane Prefecture, including kicking a dairy
cow in the face. The video was uploaded on social media. Shimane prefectural police were
informed of the footage, and the cow-kicking suspect was later found guilty. The NPA said
recent clips of animal mistreatment have gone viral on social media, leading to police

investigations. The suspects may be held over suspected violations of the animal
welfare law but also for property destruction if they harm other people’s pets.
